Suitable for use with individuals, small groups of pupils or whole class activities, the Word Bank
cards can be used in a variety of ways.

For example, to

a. introduce and discuss key group work skills
OR

b. focus pre-briefing or de-briefing with pupils, set learning objectives and visually
engage them

OR

c. encourage pairs or groups of children to talk with each other about ways of working
together

OR

d. provide an assessment tool to inform future learning.
